Malazarte wins Spring Open

Emesto Malazarte won the Sprng
Open (Mar. 26-27), scoring 3.5 out
of 4 in the Open to win $187.50.
Five players tied for second with 2.5
James Rohrbaugh, Miich Vergara,
Gregg Stanley and Martin Gordon
($37.50 each). Andthony Guerra was
top U1900 with 2, winning $75.

Top-rated Selby Anderson with-
drew after scoring % point in two
rounds, losing to Martin Gordon and
drawing Andrew Istafanous.

In the Reserve (U1800) section
John Niven, the oldest participant,
tied for first with 13th-rated Sadia
Qureshi (1391), who was the next-
youngest player there. They each
scored 3.5 to win $93.60. Four were
tied for U1700: Thomas Mings,
Gabriel Guerra, Alan Davis and
Raymond Grillo (2.5, $18.75 each).

U1500 and U1500 honors were
hared by David Pacheco and Nathan
Lozano, also with 2.5 ($56.25 each).

Martin Gordon directed 34 play-
ers at the Hornbeak Building of the
Methodist Hospital in San Antonio.

Frank Berry noted that on the top seven boards (average ratings 1950/0K vs. 2050/TX) Texas won 8.5-5.5. In the mid-
dle seven (1765/0K vs. 1800/TX), Texas won 9-5. On the bottom seven (1400/0K vs. 1410/TX), Oklahoma won 8-6.
Oklahoma played White in the first round and Black in the second.

“Texas wins yet again as NM Pan, NM Braunlich, Tom Patton, FM Hulsey, Bran Whitcomb, James Crockett, and other
notable Oklahoma payers decided to skip this RRSO due to the Faster date. It truly was a close match. The best games
in the match were Roring-Hayward in Rd. 1 and NM Richards-USCF President Jim Berry in Rd. 2. Both of these were
VERY key wins for Texas, especially the Hayward game, which finished last. Texas won Round 1, 11-10. I do be-
lieve the perception that many of the Oklahoma players had going into Round 2 would have been different if they had
taken Round 1. Several players from OK have stated they took draws rather than fight out what they thought were wins
due to the thought that hope was gone. My experience is that the team that wins Rd. 1 wins the match.” — Rob Jones
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
